
“Father of the fatherless and protector of the widows is God in his holy habitation. God settles the solitary in a home.” – Psalm 68: 5-6
What do a widow, a little orphaned Chinese girl, and a team of people from Williamson County have in common? They’re all key players in an incredible fundraising effort taking place August 28th. It’s going to be amazing! Before I tell you how you can be a part of it too, I’d like to introduce you to some people:
THE WIDOW
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Nina Rushing has lived in the same home for the past twenty years. Her husband was a carpenter who kept the home beautiful and provided well. In April of 2003, he died of a heart attack. He was 41. Two years later, Nina’s only child, Nicholas, was murdered by a friend in her own garage. He was just 16. 
Since then, Nina has watched her home fall apart around her. She doesn’t know who to call for help. She can’t afford to pay a contractor. And the supplies she does have on hand to help fix it up are all in the garage—the one room of the house Nina refuses to enter. Despite all of her heartache, Nina is an outgoing, consistently cheerful woman who works hard, gives of her time and resources to others, and seldom complains. When she was told the Redwine team wanted to spend a day fixing up her house, she was overcome with gratitude and joy!
THE FAMILY
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Clint and Cherilyn Redwine live in Thompson’s Station, Tennessee with their sons Tyler, Jordan, and Zachary. They attend Fellowship Bible Church where they lead a community group and have taught 3 year old Sunday school for the last six years. On Mother’s Day 2005, God placed a calling on their hearts to adopt a little girl from China. 
The Redwines have named her Johanna Faith. Johanna means “God’s gracious gift” and Faith is what is bringing this little girl home! When they began the adoption process, the wait for a child placement from China was six to eight months. But after they completed their dossier, they watched as one obstacle after another slowed the adoption process in China down to a crawl. Along the way, they’ve seen incredible blessings from God at every turn as He opens doors to bring Johanna Faith home. Now, the Redwines are in the homestretch with just a couple months left before they can finally meet their daughter face to face! They need to raise $10,000 more to ransom Johanna and bring her home.
